The minister/
authors have been insightful and challenging. And now they have sent a
surprise: there was an unexpected gift when | checked my inbox Monday
morning. Easter came and went and still the daily messages are arriving.

We've all remarked on the calendar quirks that required us to celebrate
Easter so early this year. | wonder if there will be a lingering effect of
such an early Easter on the rest of the program year. But why should there be? Why isn’t it Easter
every day? Why am | not as good at this Easter thing as I'd like to be?

Easter was an unexpected surprise for the disciples. As many times as Jesus told them he would
have to die and be reborn, the gospels tell us that they never really understood what he meant. On
Easter morning they did not recognize him. In the weeks after Easter the risen Christ appeared to
the disciples repeatedly. Can you imagine how they felt in those first few weeks after the resurrec-
tion? Elated, confused amazed, frightened...| think there must have been a torrent of emotion swirl-
ing over, around, and though them. Would the thrill of Easter be over the day they learned he was
alive? Could the impact of the resurrection be fully felt and understood instantly? Two thousand
years have passed and, as used as we are to the idea of Easter, sometimes the thrill isn’t over yet.
Two thousand years later we can still be challenged daily to live into the promise of the realm that
Jesus ushered in; and every time we do, it still can feel like an unexpected surprise.

What unexpected surprises have been presented to you lately? Where do you find a faith focus for
your day? When do you see the gift of Easter? In his March 27 Stillspeaking message, David M.
Powers wrote, “Easter happens when anyone who suffers finds new hope. When anyone who is mis-
treated or neglected or belittled finds the freedom for a fresh start, Easter occurs all over again.
Sometimes sharing Easter doesn't take much more than your heartfelt word. But sometimes Resur-
rection work is very hard to do. Either way, living and acting for Resurrection right now makes the
very best of the present time in this Easter era of the risen Christ.”

From Our Faith There have been multiple news stories lately about Community Ac-
Community Nurse quired Methicillin-resistant Staphylococcus Aureus (CA-MRSA)
With all the Spring sports starting up both in the schools and in the
town, this is a good time to share some facts and prevention methods
with you.

Staphylococcus aureus (“staph”) are bacteria commonly carried on the skin or in the nose of healthy
people. About 25-30% of the U.S. population carries staph on their bodies at any time. CA-MRSA
is a kind of staph that is resistant to some kinds of antibiotics. It is one of numerous types of skin
infections.

Skin infections, including CA-MRSA are spread by direct skin-to-skin contact. Staph are also spread
by contact with items that have been touched by other people such as towels shared in locker rooms
after bathing or shared athletic equipment in the gym or on the field.

Treatment for skin infections depends on the kind of infection. If it is bacterial such as staph it may
need to be treated with antibiotics. Most MRSA infections are treated by good wound and skin care:
keeping the area clean and dry, washing hands before and after caring for the area, carefully dispos-
ing of any bandages, and allowing the body to heal. If antibiotics are needed it is important to use
the medication as directed by your healthcare provider.

To prevent skin infections:

- Keep cuts, abrasions, burns and scrapes clean and covered with a bandage until they have
healed. Watch carefully for any signs of infection,
Avoid sharing personal items, such as towels, washcloths, toothbrushes and razors. Sharing
these items may transfer bacteria, viruses and fungi from one person to another.
Keep yourself and your skin healthy. Avoid getting dry, cracked skin from sunburns in the
summer and cold during the winter.
Contact a doctor other healthcare provider if you or your child has a skin infection that does
not improve.
Observe the 5 C’s — Crowds (avoid), Contact (direct), Compromised skin, Contaminated
items and surfaces, Cleanliness (general)
WASH YOUR HANDS FOR AT LEAST 20 SECONDS AND USE HAN D SANITIZER IF
SOAP AND WATER ARE NOT AVAILABLE!

For 20 years Boston
based Partners in Health has
worked to develop and imple-
ment a unique model of health
care for some of the world’s
poorest people suffering from
the most intractable diseases.
You may have read about
their work in Tracy Kidder's
Mountains Beyond Mountains.
The book traces the work of
Dr. Paul Farmer, a co-founder

of PIH, in Haiti treating people
suffering from AIDS and TB.

Today PIH is working in
Haiti, Rwanda, Peru, Russia,
Lesotho, Malawi and Chiapas
to treat the poor suffering from
AIDS, drug resistant TB and
malaria.

The Ministry of Mission
and Service contributed $500
last year from our Allocatable
Funds to Partners in Health.
