What We Need:

Children’s Used Clothing and Accessories : If your little ones aren'’t so little any more, donate all
those cute clothes and kiddy items to the Yard Sale!

Baked Goods: We're looking for lots of home-baked donations, especially the ever-popular cup-
cakes, cookies, bars and squares, and breads. Ingredient check-lists (required by the Board of Health)
are available in the church office and must accompany each donation.

Worship Changes

Over the last year or so, the Worship Ministry
has been reviewing our Sunday order of wor-
ship and considering ways to make it more
intentional and meaningful. In that connec-
tion, we have spent a significant amount of
time in reviewing our current order of worship
and engaged in a Saturday morning retreat
where we examined in great detail what we
perceive to be important about our worship,
what its purpose is, why we do certain things
the way we do, what the consequences of
worship are, what our perception of what the
Sunday worship service was and ways in
which we could improve our service. As a
result, certain themes emerged clearly and
we have used those themes as a basis for
changes to our current worship-service.

Beginning Sunday May 4 some of the
changes we believe will enhance our Sunday
morning service will be implemented. Some
of the changes will be quite noticeable; oth-
ers will be more subtle. One of the most no-
ticeable will be the relocation of our morning

announcements (with certain exceptions) to
the end of our service. We believe this will
result in a smoother course of worship and
that people will go forth with the announce-
ments fresh in their minds. Another change
will be moving our welcoming and greeting
ritual which may, or may not depending on
the Sunday, include passing of the peace to
the very beginning of the service. One of the
things we are attempting to accomplish is to
avoid disruptions within the service itself
which at times have been distracting.

We will continue to review the changes as we
go along and we welcome your comments,
input and suggestions. Please let me or any
member of the Worship Ministry know your
thoughts on . what we are doing. This will be
a learning process for all us, but the intention
is to make the service more meaningful to all.

Some days | am only a pair of hands, nothing more: Can you fix this? Can you tie this? Can you
open this? Some days I'm not a pair of hands; I'm not even a human being. I'm a clock to ask, 'What
time is it?' I'm a satellite guide to answer, 'What number is the Disney Channel?' I'm a car to order,
'Right around 5:30, please.’

| was certain that these were the hands that once held books and the eyes that studied history and
the mind that graduated summa cum laude - but now they had disappeared into the peanut butter,
never to be seen again. She's going, she's going, and she's gone!

One night, a group of us were having dinner, celebrating the return of a friend. Janice had just gotten
back from a fabulous trip, and she was going on and on about the hotel she stayed in. | was sitting
there, looking around at the others all put together so well. It was hard not to compare and feel sorry
for myself as | looked down at my out-of-style dress; it was the only thing | could find that was clean.
My unwashed hair was pulled up in a hair clip and | was afraid | could actually smell peanut butter in
it. | was feeling pretty pathetic when Janice turned to me with a beautifully wrapped package, and
said, 'l brought you this." It was a book on the great cathedrals of Europe. | wasn't exactly sure why
she'd given it to me until | read her inscription: 'To Charlotte, with admiration for the greatness of
what you are building when no one sees.’

In the days ahead | would read - no, devour - the book. And | would discover what would become for
me, four life-changing truths, after which | could pattern my work:

No one can say who built the great cathedrals - we have no record of their names.

These builders gave their whole lives for a work they would never see finished.

They made great sacrifices and expected no credit.

The passion of their building was fueled by their faith that the eyes of God saw everything.

A legendary story in the book told of a rich man who came to visit a cathedral while it was being
built, and he saw a workman carving a tiny bird on the inside of a beam. He was puzzled and asked
the man, 'Why are you spending so much time carving that bird into a beam that will be covered by
the roof? No one will ever see it." And the workman replied, 'Because God sees.'

| closed the book, feeling a missing piece fall into place. It was almost as if | heard God whispering
to me, 'l see you, Charlotte. | see the sacrifices you make every day, even when no one around you
does. No act of kindness you've done, no sequin you've sewn on, no cupcake you've baked, is too

small for me to notice and smile over. You are building a great cathedral, but you can't see right now
what it will become.’

At times, my invisibility feels like an affliction. But it is not a disease that is erasing my life. It is the
cure for the disease of my own self-centeredness. It is the antidote to my strong, stubborn pride. |
keep the right perspective when | see my self as a great builder. As one of the people who show up
at a job that they will never see finished, to work on something that their name will never be on. The
writer of the book went so far as to say that no cathedrals could ever be built in our lifetime because
there are so few people willing to sacrifice to that degree.

When | really think about it, | don't want my son to tell the friend he's bringing home from college for
Thanksgiving, 'My Mom gets up at 4 in the morning and bakes homemade pies, and then she hand
bastes a turkey for three hours and presses all the linens for the table.' That would mean I'd built a
shrine or a monument to myself. | just want him to want to come home. And then, if there is anything
more to say to his friend, to add, 'You're gonna love it there.’

As parents, we are building great cathedrals. We cannot be seen if we're doing it right. And one day,
it is very possible that the world will marvel, not only at what we have built, but at the beauty that
has been added to the world by the sacrifices of invisible women. Great Job, MOM!

From the Ministry of Worship

As most know, First Parish Church has
a long history of outreach to many causes in
Massachusetts, the United States and
throughout the World. Over the years, we
have generously supported many worthy
causes. What is less known is the fact that a
number of years ago, the Deacons Fund was
established as a line item in our budget. The
sole purpose of this fund is to provide finan-
cial assistance to those members of our own
church family that may be struggling finan-
cially for any one of a number of reasons.
The Deacons Fund is supported solely by vol-
untary contributions made by our parishion-
ers. The pink envelopes you see in the pew
racks have been placed there to allow you to
make donations to that fund.

The Worship Ministry, earlier this year,
decided to make the Deacons Fund a point of
emphasis on the first Sunday of each month
to remind the congregation both of the exis-
tence of this fund and its purpose. We felt it
was particularly necessary to do so this year

in light of the greatly escalated costs of both
natural gas and home heating oil. These
costs have placed economic pressures on
some who have never had financial concerns
in the past.

The response from you, the congrega-
tion, has been most heartwarming. Since
January 1, 2008, approximately $1,550.00
has been received for this fund. We, as a
ministry, want to take this opportunity to thank
you for your generosity and remind you of its
continuing importance.

You should also be aware that the pro-
ceeds of the fund are distributed by our pas-
tors on a strictly confidential basis. If anyone
of you is experiencing financial hardship, we
would encourage you to speak with Reverend
Stryker or Josh Gray to make known your
need for assistance from his fund. To date
this year approximately $1,200.00 has been
disbursed to assist those in our congregation
in need.
