CLEANING - DISINFECTING - SANITIZING

FrROM OUR

Flu season is upon us. Hopefully all of you and your children have received
your flu shots by now. The recommendation for this year is that everyone 6
months of age and older be immunized.
Cleaning. Disinfecting. Sanitizing. What's the difference between these three
O ways of dealing with germs? Is one better than the others? According to the
Center for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC):

Cleaning means removing germs and other grim from surfaces, but it doesn't kill the germs. It de-
creases the number of germs on the surface.

Disinfecting means using chemicals to kill germs on surfaces. It doesn't necessarily mean it re-
moves the germs or other grim from the surface.

Sanitizing means decreasing the number of germs on surfaces to a safe level, which is decided
by public health requirements or standards. Sanitizing involves either cleaning or disinfecting.

PARISH NURSE

The CDC says standard cleaning and disinfecting are effective in getting rid of flu germs and recom-
mends "washing surfaces with a general household cleaner to remove germs. Rinse with water, and
follow with an EPA-registered disinfectant to kill germs. Read the label to make sure it states that
EPA has approved the product for effectiveness against influenza A virus. Use disinfecting wipes on
electronic items that are touched often, such as phones and computers."

Sanitizing and disinfecting only go so far.

You can't possibly clean every surface after every child or adult touches something. If a sick child
touches a pencil, for example, and another child borrows the pencil and then puts their finger in their
mouth a few minutes later, they just put the germs in their mouth. This is why HAND AWARENESS is SO
important! Even if a child or adult touches an infected surface, as long as they DO NOT TOUCH THE T-
ZONE and follow the 4 Principles of Hand Awareness, they will reduce their chances of getting sick.
(T-Zone posters are in all bathrooms here at First Parish)

4 Principles of Hand Awareness:

1. Wash your hands when they are dirty and before eating.

2. Do not cough into your hands.

3. Do not sneeze into your hands.

4. Above all, do not put your fingers into your eyes, nose or mouth.

NAILBRUSH — THE FORGOTTON TOOL

Did you know multiple organisms are hiding underneath our fingernails? Impetigo (a bacterial skin
infection), MRSA on the skin, and other skin disorders can be aggravated by microorganisms under
the nails. These microorganisms scrape the epidermis and plant germs where they can grow.

Using a nailbrush once a day can help reduce these germs under your nails. This reduces the
chance for planting organisms around your skin after you scratch. Nailbrushes were more popular
back in the '50s, but with the introduction of soaps and cleansing products that make us think
"everything looks clean,” they have fallen out of style. Our nails have become the forgotten area in
the hand wash strategy.
The power is literally in your hands to prevent the flu!

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INFANT SLEEP POSITIONERS RISK SUFFOCATION

The FDA and the Consumer Product
Safety Commission (CPSC) issued a warning
not to use Infant sleep positioners. In the last 13
years, the federal government has received 12
reports of babies known to have died from suffo-
cation associated with their sleep positioners.
Most of the babies suffocated after rolling from
the side to the stomach.

The most common types of sleep posi-
tioners feature bolsters attached to each side of
a thin mat and wedges to elevate the baby’s

head. The sleep positioners are intended to
keep a baby in a desired position while sleeping.
They are often used with infants under 6 months
old.

Consumers are warned to stop using in-
fant positioning products. Never put pillows,
sleep positioners, comforters, or quilts under the
baby or in the crib. Always place a baby on his
or her back at night and during nap time. See
the Consumer Update for links to additional in-
formation, including product photos.
