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The creations stories in the book of Genesis tell us that God made the 
earth, the animals, the plants and humans in six days.  The story has a 
chronology to it.  First, God separated the light from the darkness.  Day 
two, God made the sky.  Day three, he separates the land and the water 
and creates plant life.  On day four, God made day and night.  Day five 
is when all the animals are made.  Day six is when human beings are 
created.   On the seventh day, God rested.  This seventh day is to be a 
day of rest, the Sabbath. 

The seventh day was a special moment where God observed the won-
ders and beauty of creation.  I believe this is what we would call a kairos 
moment.  The word kairos was one of two words the Greeks used to de-
scribe experiences of time.  The other word is chronos which refers to 
chronological or sequential time such as hours, days or year. The word 
kairos signifies a time in between, a moment of an undetermined period 

of time in which something special happens. 

God made the Sabbath day to be a kairos moment for us, a moment for something special to hap-
pen.  Sabbath moments can happen any time or any place in our week, and we should be intent on 
taking time for that.  These include time to rest, to enjoy, to ponder the wonder of life and to put 
things in perspective.  But there is no denying that something special happens when we worship 
God together.  This is a time to be still and know God’s love for us as revealed in Jesus Christ.  Sab-
bath worship is a vital practice that allows us to be more attuned to the rhythms of grace.  

I worry that we let chronos time dominate our lives.  We all seem to have such full calendars.  
Where is your sabbath time?  Where is your worship time?  I observe that we make time for a host 
of things.  So I don’t think it is a question of not having time as much as it is about making choices.  
And while I know that choices can be difficult, I also know that faith is developed over a life time and 
nurtured best through regular sabbath practices.   

I wonder how different our lives would be if we took more time to rest and to reflect on our relation-
ship with God?   So as we come back together, I pray that we will take time for ourselves to observe 
the Sabbath both in worship and in holy rest, so that we may have those kairos moments in our rela-
tionship with God, Christ, the Holy Spirit, and each other.

A New Year –  
and a New Way to Think About Coffee Hour 

 

Welcome back to the start of another church year.  The Summer Union Worship services are a 
great experience, but it’s always wonderful to settle back into the Meeting House. 
 

The Ministry of Spiritual Life and Fellowship has decided to make some changes to the way Cof-
fee Hour works, to direct the focus toward the more-important fellowship and less toward the 
food!  Fewer people have been signing up to host Coffee Hours lately, possibly due to the per-
ception that Coffee Hours have become too “big” for one or two people to handle, that the auto-
mated coffee maker is difficult to operate, and that the food  required is too expensive.  
  
SL&F and Pastor Chris felt it was time to implement some changes to make volunteering more 
attractive to more people.  First, a new 50-cup coffee urn will be purchased, and clear instruc-
tions will be posted in the kitchen for its use.  Second, SL&F has established more limited food 
guidelines (see below) to make Coffee Hours simpler and more uniform.  In addition, members 
of SL&F will host the first 4 or 5 coffee hours to acquaint the congregation with the new “look” for 
this time of fellowship.  
 

As always, a sign-up sheet for the entire year will be posted in the Parish Hall, near the coffee 
service table. It is our hope that you will look things over, and give us another chance by signing 
up for a Sunday or two! 
 

Coffee Hour Food Guidelines 
Beverages: 

· 50 cups of regular coffee for adults, and lemonade for children.   
· Coffee and lemonade mix are provided by the church, as are hot and cold serving cups and 

coffee stirrers. 
· The host supplies milk or half & half for the coffee. 

 

Food:  Simple, easily eaten refreshments are best – it’s not the food, but the fellowship which is 
important! 

· For children :  50 doughnut holes, or small cups of goldfish or pretzels 
· For adults :  Small servings of a treat for 50 people, such as 4 loaves of a sweet bread, 

sliced;  or a dozen muffins, quartered; or 4 dozen mini muffins, or 4 dozen cookies. Alter-
natively, the number of bread servings might be reduced and a bowl of grapes substituted, 
for a healthy option. 

 

Of course, larger, more elaborate Coffee Hours will be offered on special occasions – and will 
feel all the more festive for their rarity!

 Thanks to the hard work 
of Louise Donovan and her 
helper elves, we can all be 
proud of the beautiful flowers 
and plants flanking the Meeting 
House and Parish Hall walks 
and signs.  As many of you 
know, that kind of beauty 
comes at the cost of some very 
hard and faithful work –  pro-
vided by Louise, who has 
braved many a scorching sum-
mer day to keep things looking 
incredible. 
 But now our garden 
fund is empty, and donations 
are needed to purchase fall 
flowers and plants.  Donations 
are most welcome!

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Welcome back, and I hope that you had a wonderful summer despite the heat and 
humidity.  It certainly was beach and A/C weather.   
 

In June I attended a Health Ministries Association Summit in Burlingame, CA.  We 
stayed at the Sisters of Mercy Retreat Center and each of us had our own 
“monastic cell” room.  The important thing is the beds were comfortable and they 
fed us well.  The odd thing was that you could not use your cell phone in your 
room, but you could use it out in the hallway.  I haven’t figured that one out yet! 
 

This summit was held to gain insight into the future of health ministries and the roles that the different disci-
plines and agencies play.  Besides the HMA leadership, there were representatives from the Canadian Asso-
ciation for Parish Nurse Ministries, the American Nurses Association (the body that sets the scope and stan-
dards for Faith Community Nurses), Wheat Ridge Ministries, International Parish Nurse Resource Center, 
American Red Cross, Educators from Nursing and Theological Universities and the US Department of Health 
& Human Services, Office of Women’s Health and many others. 
 

It was an intensive 3 days, but set the groundwork for many more years of Health Ministry.  Two things have 
already come out of this summit.   
· The first is the HMA Serving Faith Community Nurses, a PDF file that I have attached (see below) if you  
      would like to know more about what I do and why I do it - or you can access it at www.hmassoc.org.   
· The second will be a White Paper summarizing the Summit and making recommendations for the interdis 
      ciplinary roles within Health Ministry that is due out in December.  I am humbled to be a member of this  
      great organization and treasurer of the board of directors.  God has been good and is “Still Speaking” in  
      my life.  I thank you for sharing and encouraging me in this ministry at First Parish.

It’s Pumpkin Planning Time 

For the seventh year, First Parish will be the temporary 
home of HUNDREDS of beautiful pumpkins for our annual 
“Pumpkins With a Purpose” fundraiser – this year from October 
9th through October 31st!  YOUR HELP is needed again this year 
to make our Patch a success. 

 

How You Can Help…  
 

The Patch is open in October, 5 hours every day, until Hallow-
een.  Sign up sheets will be posted in the Parish Hall in mid-
September.  Volunteer help is needed… 
· Selling pumpkins every day.  Save an afternoon or morning 

or two during the week – or on a weekend – to help us sell all 
those pumpkins. 

· Opening and/or closing the Patch  every day.  Our pump-
kins must be put safely to bed and protected from the ele-
ments.  Typically the Patch is opened at 10Am and closed at 5. 

· Doing regular “quality control” inspections.  The Patch 
needs to be inspected, the less-than-perfect pumpkins dis-
carded, and the stock consolidated on a regular basis so 
things stay attractive and our customers find only perfect 
pumpkins. 

 

We also need a new tent! If anyone knows of one, please con-
tact the church office! 
 

Pumpkin Delivery day is TBD, during the week of the  Oct. 
4th, probably toward the end of that week.  We will get the 
word out as soon as our pumpkin supplier schedules our truck.

Sunday, October 3 rd 

 Our Neighbors In Need 
offering will be received on 
Sunday, Oct. 3rd.  This annual 
appeal supports the UCC’s 
ministries of justice and com-
passion throughout the United 
States.
